The Cemetery Perpetual Care Fund is established by state statute for the perpetual care, maintenance 
and improvement of the Fairview Cemetery. This fund receives revenue from a dedicated property tax 
levy and through perpetual care assessments from non-Scottsbluff resident users. The annual revenues 
into this fund are transferred to the Cemetery Fund to support operations, maintenance and capital 
improvement activities. A perpetual care balance of $350,000 is maintained in this fund. 
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
