Mayor Meininger read and signed the Proclamation for March Problem Gambling Awareness
Month.

Lanette Richards, Project Coordinator for Monument Prevention Coalition (MPC), gave the
Council an update on recent activities. She meets monthly with the Youth Advisory Committee to
discuss policies, and will be taking the Committee to Lincoln in March to meet with the Nebraska Liquor
Control Commission and attend a legislative session. MPC is also working with WNCC, UNMC and
RWMC as part of the work group awareness collaboration. Ms. Richards provides server training (TIPS)
for many businesses, as the State Patrol server training is only offered four times throughout the year. In
addition, she monitors the liquor licenses and violations in the Panhandle, including Special Designated
Liquor Licenses. She encouraged the City Council to consider making Server Training mandatory for all
volunteers before serving alcohol at a special event. Another program in the school is the Human
Performance Project, working with high school teachers, coaches and administration to change the
attitudes about drinking. Ms. Richards expressed her appreciation to the Council for their support of
Monument Prevention Coalition.

Regarding the appointment to the Community Redevelopment Authority (CRA), there were two
citizens who submitted their letters of interest for this committee. Mayor Meininger invited them to
explain their interest and experience as it relates to this appointment. Mr. Nathan Green explained that he
has been regularly attending City Council Meetings for a few years, and had submitted his letter of
interest to fill the City Council position that was open a year ago. He would like to be considered for the
vacated position on the CRA.

Mr. Robert Franco explained that he has lived in Scottsbluff his entire life. He has done some
research regarding Tax Increment Financing and the Legislature regarding this financing tool. He has
been serving on the steering committee for the East Overland Corridor development project. He feels that
Scottsbluff has a great opportunity with the work that the CRA can potentially accomplish.  Each
development project provides betterment for the entire community. He stated that it is important to do the
necessary research regarding other funding sources, cost benefits, and potential projects. This is an
important board and he appreciates the City Council’s consideration.

Moved by Mayor Meininger, seconded by Council Member Gonzales, “to appoint Mr. Robert
Franco to fill the vacated position on the Community Redevelopment Authority,” “YEAS”, Meininger,
Gonzales, and McCarthy, “NAYS”: Shaver. Absent: Colwell.

City Manager Johnson presented the lien release resulting from assessments for the Reganis
Subdivision, Paving District 312. Western Nebraska Community College has paid their portion of this
assessment. Moved by Council Member Gonzales, seconded by Council Member McCarthy, “to
authorize the Mayor to sign the Release of Lien resulting from the assessments for Paving district No.
312,” “YEAS”, Meininger, Gonzales, Shaver and McCarthy, “NAYS”: None. Absent: Colwell.



Mr. Johnson explained that the Certificate of Compliance for the Highway 26 Maintenance
Agreement No. 22 is a formality required for this contract with the Nebraska Department of Roads.
Moved by Mayor Meininger, seconded by Council Member Gonzales, “to authorize the Mayor to sign the
Certificate of Compliance regarding Maintenance Agreement No. 22,” “YEAS”, Meininger, Gonzales,
Shaver and McCarthy, “NAYS”: None. Absent: Colwell.

City Manager Johnson presented the eCenter Contract with Twin Cities Development. He has
been working with Mr. Sean Overeynder on the 12 month contract which will be retroactive to October 1,
2016 and go for a year, which aligns with our fiscal year. This contract will not exceed $60,000.00 in the
one year time period. The start-up businesses of the eCenter cannot occupy their space for more than 36
months. The contract also has the necessary criteria required to establish Eligible Tenants, which the City
would contribute up to $1,000.00 per month for each Eligible Tenant. Staff is recommending approval of
the eCenter Contract. Moved by Mayor Meininger, seconded by Council Member Shaver, “to approve
the eCenter Contract with Twin Cities Development and authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement,”
“YEAS”, Meininger, Gonzales, Shaver and McCarthy, “NAYS”: None. Absent: Colwell.

Regarding the City’s Economic Development efforts, City Manager Johnson explained that over
the last several months we have advertised for an Economic Development Director; those efforts have
been stifled. We have reassessed this process and are looking internally to make additions to some job
descriptions and have some current employees take on these duties. Our recent efforts have been
successful, and by adding some outside resources, we should continue with our progress in Economic
Development. Some of the outside resources are: utilize the NPPD Economic Development arm;
develop marketing tools to distribute; and invest in our employees with Economic Development training
and seminars. Mr. Johnson added that he will be the team leader in this effort and assemble a team of
employees to handle some of the tasks. As our LB840 Committee becomes more involved with
Economic Development Assistant Applications, we will include employees to assist in the process.
Council Member Shaver asked if we would use existing employees and add these duties. Mr. Johnson
said we would begin with adding some duties to current job descriptions, set the foundation and possibly
hire someone later after evaluating the process.

City staff is currently working on revamping our web site to showcase our community, working
with the Department of Economic Development to obtain business retention and expansion tools, and
creating marketing materials through the Nebraska Economic Development Association. This is a
regional effort, not only Scottsbluff.

Mayor Meininger noted that as City Manager, Mr. Johnson has the authority to re-define
positions. Mr. Johnson plans to use LB840 funds for training and seminars for current city staff so we
can move forward with our Economic Development efforts. Moved by Mayor Meininger, seconded by
Council Member McCarthy, “to allow the City Manager to realign the current city staff for the purpose of
promoting Economic Development for Scottsbluff and the Region,” “YEAS”, Meininger, Gonzales, and
McCarthy, “NAYS”: Shaver. Absent: Colwell.

Regarding the proposed rezone of properties located at 2214, 2218, and 2222 1% Ave., City of
Scottsbluff, Nebraska, from R-1a Residential to C-1 Central Business District, Council introduced the
Ordinance which was read by title on third reading: AN ORDINANCE DEALING WITH ZONING,
AMENDING SECTION 25-1-4 BY UPDATING THE OFFICIAL ZONING DISTRICT MAP TO SHOW
THAT 2214, 2218, AND 2222 1°" AVE., ALSO KNOWN AS TAX LOT 4, THE SOUTH 1/3 OF THE NE ¥,
ALSO KNOWN AS TAX LOT 1, THE EAST 100 FEET OF THE NORTH 50 FEET OF THE NE 1/4, EAST
100 FEET OF THE SOUTH 1/2 OF THE NORTH 2/3 OF THE NE 1/4, AND WEST 50 FEET OF THE
NORTH 100 FEET OF THE NE 14 OF BLOCK 22, NORTH SCOTTSBLUFF ADDITION, CITY OF
SCOTTSBLUFF, SCOTTS BLUFF COUNTY, NEBRASKA, WHICH IS CURRENTLY ZONED AS R-1A
RESIDENTIAL, WILL NOW BE INCLUDED IN C-I CENTRAL BUSINESS DISTRICT, AND
REPEALING PRIOR SECTION 25-1-4.

Mayor Meininger asked for public comment regarding this proposed zone change Ordinance.
Mr. Don Mai, 2210 1% Avenue, addressed the Council and explained that he is not against business
progress. He has tried to meet with the business owner who requested this zone change, but the owner
has not met with the Mai’s. The lots at 2218 and 2222 1* Ave. on this block are already parking lots,



which he understands have been grandfathered in, and now the business owners want to tear down the
house located at 2214 1% Ave. to add to the parking lot, which will abut Mr. Mai’s property. He wants to
know what the City Council will do to make sure the zoning codes are upheld; such as proper fences,
keeping the area clean and proper snow removal. He feels there should be a fence behind them also,
which there is not. He also wanted to know, if the Ordinance is passed, how long the owners will have to
remove the house and shed, and build the fence.

Mr. Rollie Ravert, 2224 2™ Avenue, shared his concerns that he is still against turning these lots
into a parking lot. He also is not against progress, but not at his expense. He has spoken with realtors
who have told him this zone change will adversely affect the value of his property.

Council Member Shaver said he wants to keep the zoning the same, explaining that the master
plan says we need to increase our residential areas. This proposed zone change takes residential away
from an area next to the school. He has observed the parking lots and people going in and out were not
going slow. There is a sign in the parking lot saying that it is private parking and violators would be
towed at the owner’s expense; he does not buy the claim that the public can use this parking lot during
school events. He feels the business owner is trying to bully their way in, and the parking lot does not
belong there.

Council Member Gonzales asked if there is any reason the owners did not meet with the
residents. Council Member McCarthy was also concerned that there was no communication between the
residents and business owner. City Manager Johnson stated that he cannot speak on the communication
between the applicant and resident.

Council Member McCarthy asked if there were guidelines for fences between commercial and
residential lots. Mr. Johnson responded that there are fence requirements, but not landscaping
requirements. Mr. Brostrom, representative for Magnet Solutions, noted that there is an existing fence on
the side of the current parking lot. Mr. Mai commented that currently there is no fence to the west of their
property, which is required by code. Mr. Brostrom commented that the house located at 2214 1* Ave. is
scheduled to be moved, and the current tenants will move with the house. There is an existing 6 foot
fence where the parking lot is located; however he was unsure about a fence to the north of the property.
Council Member Shaver noted that there is a fence to the north, however it is a chain link fence, not a
privacy fence. Mr. Mai added that there is not an alley behind them, it is private property.

Moved by Council Member Shaver, “to not approve the Ordinance regarding the rezone of
properties located at 2214, 2218, and 2222 1% Ave., City of Scottsbluff, Nebraska, from R-1a Residential
to C-1 Central Business District”. There was additional discussion regarding this issue prior to a second
to the motion.

Council Member Gonzales suggested that the business owners talk with the residents in this area
and try to meet somewhere in the middle with this issue. Mayor Meininger commented that we are not
following our mission statement as being business friendly, if we have a business who wants to expand,
bring their property into compliance and we don’t allow the zone change. Council Member Gonzales
added that this won’t be the only time we see commercial and residential zones next to each other as the
community grows.

Mr. Silvester Lara-Juarez, 2202 1% Ave., added that the signs on the current parking lots are not
in a safe place for children riding bikes. They have experienced a lot of problems with trash in the
parking lot and accumulation of gravel. There are people in the parking lots at all times of the night,
causing excessive noise. If the house is moved, he would like to see it replaced with grass so it looks
nice. If the business doesn’t have room where they are, they should look for a bigger building.

Council Member Gonzales asked Mr. Brostrom if there is a possibility for the owners of Magnet
Solutions to meet with the residents. Mr. Brostrom commented that he did not think there would be a
purpose for them to meet. They have already visited with one owner regarding the purchase of their
house. That property owner has only filed complaints against the business, but never talked to the
business owners.

Mr. Mai commented that the owners contacted their daughter, who use to own their house. Their
only contact was when they were interested in purchasing the Mai’s house. He commented that they have
not filed complaints regarding Magnet Solutions and he has never visited with the owner.



Mayor Meininger asked for a second to the current motion: Moved by Council Member Shaver,
seconded by Council Member Gonzales, “to deny the request to rezone the properties located at 2214,
2218, and 2222 1% Ave., City of Scottsbluff, Nebraska, from R-1a Residential to C-1 Central Business
District and not adopt the Ordinance”, “YEAS”, Gonzales, Shaver and McCarthy, “NAYS”: Meininger.
Absent: Colwell.

Under public comments, Mr. Don Mai thanked the Council for hearing their issues; it shows that
the City Council does care about the residents. Mr. Nathan Green thanked the Council for considering
him for the Community Reinvestment Authority and informed them he would be interested in any
additional committee appointments.

Under Council Reports, Council Member Gonzales will be attending the PADD meeting this
Thursday which will include board training. Council Member McCarthy attended the WNED Meeting
and there will be an opportunity for members to visit with Senators this month during the League
Meeting.

Moved by Council Member Shaver, seconded by Council Member McCarthy, “to adjourn the
meeting at 7:00 p.m.”, “YEAS”, Meininger, Gonzales, Shaver and McCarthy, “NAYS”: None. Absent:
Colwvell.
